There's Two Sides to Every Gloth

All cloth has two sides, so why not make them as distinct and interesting as possible, even completely different? On
as few as three shafts, it’s possible to weave versatile fabric that possesses a completely different appearance on
each side. In this round-robin style workshop, participants will be presented with nhumerous ways to achieve cloth
with two different sides, including double-faced twills, double-faced overshot, and stitched double cloth.

In the two-day version, the workshop begins with introductory review of each of the 12 different double-faced weave
structures that will be covered during the workshop. Of the nine structures covered, one is three-shaft, five are four-
shaft, and three are eight-shaft patterns.

In the three-day version, additional structures and alternative treadlings are covered (total of 15 double-faced weave
structures). Plus, there are two in-depth presentations included during the workshop. One on designing and weaving
stitched double cloth and the other on seaming and design techniques for reversible garments made from double-
faced fabrics.

Upon paid registration, you will be sent instructions for setting up your loom for the round robin. Looms to be warped
prior to class.
